Home Learning:

It is expected that...

Children practise their spellings every week and bring their Home Learning books in every Friday.
Children to use Numbots and TTRockstars for Maths and times tables practise throughout the week
Children read to an adult at home at least 4 times a week and that this is recorded in their reading record
Homework is completed on time and to a high standard

A ‘Homework Menu’ will be sent home at the beginning of each half term. The children will have a set number of
activities to choose from to complete over the weeks. This is due in during the last week of the half term.

Our theme this term is...

Our Theme this term is: Has exploration improved the world?

During this half term we will be investigating how our world works. To understand this, we will be investigating how
exploration has changed the world we live in today. We will be focusing on exploration over sea, land and in space,
and will be discovering more about famous explorers such as Christopher Columbus and Neil Armstrong.

In Science we are investigating Forces. Much of our English will reflect these fields of study through the books The
Pirate Cruncher by Jonny Duddle and Lost and Found by Oliver Jeffers.
