Home Learning: Communication and Language Expectations: 

Independence Skills – 

• Coat on and off 

• Putting shoes and socks on and off  

• Using a knife and fork and cutting food

• Get the child’s attention 

• Build on what the child says to you 

• Give the child time to respond 

• Imitate the child’s language 

• Use the full range of expressions 

• Make learning language fun 

• Use all the senses to help teach new words 

• Use simple repetitive language 

• Rather than criticise, demonstrate the right way
